Welcome to TextFlow! 

The scenario presented here is that you have four Microsoft Word documents: one original, and three new versions created by three of your colleagues. Dragging and dropping them into TextFlow opens up the original and shows the changes made by your colleagues as suggestions to your original document.

TextFlow Introduction

There are two basic scopes of change in TextFlow: inline sentence changes where only individual words have been changed, and column changes that span an entire sentence or paragraph.

Inline Changes

Minor changes are shown as inline changes and can be either insertions, modifications, such as corrected speling, or deleted words. 

Column Changes

Columns are used for changes that are larger than just a few words. Entire sentences or paragraphs can be shown as changed via the column view.

Modifications

Any "non-trivial" changes to an existing sentence or paragraph will result in the sentence or paragraph being shown as a modification. Here you can see the original author's version of the text to the left, and the various suggestions to the right. 

Deletions

Any text that has been removed by a writer is shown as a deletion. Accepting a deletion will cause that text to be removed from the original document.

Conflicting Changes

Conflicting changes in TextFlow are not a problem. If more than one writer has modified the same text, then they are shown as separate columns beside each other. You can even grab any column and move it to the left or right to rearrange the order if you want to be able to compare two particular versions with each other.
Moves
Moving a portion of text from one place in the document to another will result in a move. You can also modify the text while moving and TextFlow will still detect the move.
